WHAT IS THE ENVIRONMENT OF THE CHURCH IN OUR REGION?
PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION:
*
The Illawarra Region includes Wollongong (186,608), Shellharbour (66,363), Kiama (19,556), Shoalhaven (82,500) and Wingecarribee (41,500) LGAs.

*
This Region is bordered by coastline from Stanwell Park to Durras Lakes and includes National Parks, river systems and dams, a mountain range, two major traffic corridors and Lake Illawarra.

*
People live in suburbs along the coast to Shellharbour and towns and villages in the Shoalhaven and on the Highlands. The Wollongong Local Government Area is a city of diversity.  Koori live in the Nowra and Port Kembla precincts in significant numbers.  Growth areas are West Dapto and Shellharbour.

*
The Steelworks is at Port Kembla.  There are two Wollongong University campuses, two naval bases and also TAFEs.  Dairy farming, timber milling, tourism and sport are significant.

*
The Macarthur Region includes Campbelltown (154,000), Camden (44,494), and Wollondilly (38,238) LGAs.  The growth areas are Narellan and Edminston Park.

*
People live in ever expanding suburbia of Campbelltown and Camden and in towns and villages set in rural surroundings. 

*
In Campbelltown half the population is under 19 and many are socially disadvantaged.  There is ethnic diversity and a significant Koori population.  There is the emerging University of Western Sydney, Macarthur campus.

*
The Sutherland Shire (213,000) is suburbia bounded by the George's River, Port Hacking and National Park.

*
The coastal culture becomes commercial centre then administrative centre as we travel from East to West.  There are mainly residential, some commercial and some light industrial properties with a significant retail centre at Miranda.

EXTERNAL FORCES:

*
The world has imposed forces of rapid change, technological advance, information dissemination, concern about terrorism, enforced interdependence, reassessment of values and environmental concerns.

*
There are the nationally imposed forces of determining our identity, innovation and the indigenous peoples movement and an expectation of welfare provision by the church.

*
In the Illawarra there are forces from the downsizing of BHP, youth and long term unemployment, increase in crime and drug abuse, culture of dependence, the voice of the media, religious pluralism, concern for the environment, recreational and sporting activities and ever increasing influence of the university.

*
In the Macarthur there are forces from heritage and environmental concerns, social problems, youth and long-term unemployment, a serious crime level and rapid suburban growth.

*
In Sutherland there are an intense desire to succeed, an aging shire, many recreational activities, an expanding ethnic population and many social problems especially with youth.

WHERE IS THE CHURCH IN OUR REGION AT NOW?


PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION:
*
There are a Bishop and Regional Council with 51 Parish units organised in 7 Area Deaneries with Deans, and a Pro-Cathedral at Wollongong.

*
There are regional ministries to youth with Anglican schools and campsites, to the disadvantaged through Anglicare, to the sick and elderly through Chesalons and Anglican Retirement Village and to ethnic groups through Cross Cultural Ministries and ESL Classes.

*
There is attendance growth of 11.8% overall from 1992-2000 and the tradition is evangelical.

*
The Wollongong/Lake Illawarra Deaneries have their centre in Wollongong, a Chaplaincy and College at the University, Anglicare Ministries, Cross Cultural Ministries, an Anglican Retirement Village,  an Anglican School and a Missions to Seamen.

*
The Shoalhaven Deanery has its centre in Nowra, enjoys a high profile through the radio, has Anglicare Ministries, two Anglican Schools, an Anglican Youthworks campsite, a Naval and University chaplaincy and a number of smaller centres in growing areas.

*
The Southern Highlands Deanery has its centre in Bowral, has an Anglican School and an Anglicare Ministry, makes its presence felt in the Harbison Retirement Village, owns land resources and works at tourist evangelism.

*
The Campbelltown and Camden Deaneries have  three Anglican schools, a Police and University Chaplain, an Anglican Youthworks ministry and property, a Chinese ministry, sustain Anglicare Centres and expects to begin an Aboriginal ministry in 2002.

*
The Sutherland Deanery has its centre in Miranda, has two Anglican Youthworks Ministries, an Anglicare Ministry, an Anglican Retirement Village site, has strong parishes with many youth and provides church leadership for the Diocese.

INTERNAL FORCES:
*
Consistent with global movement there are the impact of women's ministries, renewal ministries and conservative theologies.

*
Consistent with Diocesan trends there is the impact of the Archbishop's leadership, lay ministry, Anglican schools, a growing culture of ministry assessment and Moore College, St. Matthias, Katoomba Convention  and A.C.L. influences.

*
Evangelicalism which works hard to reach into the community with evangelism and good works.

*
Cohesive forces fostered by succession of Bishops with their Archdeacons/assistants and Area Deans.

*
Undergirding movement of Bible teaching and prayer with attempts to plan parish ministries.

*
Liturgical movement which is less formal, experiences tension between traditional and contemporary styles, encourages contemporary music and is using more technology.
